Note:  Students must be 15 years of age by February 28th, 2026 to enroll in Winter Session Driver Education.  
Driver Education is a mandated curriculum by the state and the students CAN NOT MISS class unless 
approved by the instructor in advance.  The fee for Driver Education is $325 (Includes Classroom & 6 Hours 
of Behind the Wheel Instruction).  The fee MUST be paid prior to the first day of class in the Crookston High 
School Office.

The last two days are makeup days for 
students that have conflicts.  Students that do not miss will finish on Friday 12/26 at 11:00 am.
